






Field Club Construction Update

Tennis Facility

IN KATAMA, preparing the site required the largest 
earth moving project in Vineyard history. We believe 
the results will be worth the extra effort in allowing 

us to create an interesting topography with many added 
features to the Field Club and surrounding residences. 
We have installed the foundations for the Clubhouse, 
Fitness Center/Spa and Tennis Pavilion and have begun 
framing. All the areas designated for the pond, pools 
and parking have been prepared and we are fi nalizing all 
fi nish details with our Landscape Architect. With Paul 

Pertile (Island Tennis) coordinating and with the help 
of Global Sports and Tennis Design Group, all of the 
Har-Tru courts are installed with irrigation, fence posts 
and cobblestone edging. The footings have been poured 
for the paddle tennis courts and we have completed the 
complex construction of the grass court playing area. We 
will be paving the roads, completing utilities and begin 
landscape planting this month, while moving ahead with 
all other phases of construction.
